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BIG IDEA: Worship is the soundtrack of the faithful follower—
even in a crisis of faith.

The Story: Luke 1:26-38

30 And the angel said to her, "Do not be afraid, Mary, for you
have found favor with God. 3! And behold, you will conceive in
your womb and bear a son, and you shall call his name Jesus.
32 He will be great and will be called the Son of the Most High.
And the Lord God will give to him the throne of his father David,
33 and he will reign over the house of Jacob forever, and of his
kingdom there will be no end."

A heart of worship responds with “l am yours; do what is
best.”

When we truly see what God has done, is doing, and wants
to do, worship becomes natural.

Mary's Magnificat, Luke 1:46-55
46 And Mary said, “My soul magnifies the Lord,
47 and my spirit rejoices in God my Savior,
48 for he has looked on the humble estate of his servant.
For behold, from now on all generations will call me blessed;
4% for he who is mighty has done great things for me,
and holy is his name.
